Live in the light

Now this is the gospel message we have heard from him and announce
to you: God is light, and in him there is no darkness at all. If we say

we have fellowship with him and yet keep on walking in the darkness,
we are lying and not practicing the truth. But if we walk in the light

as he himself is in the light, we have fellowship with one another and
the blood of Jesus his Son cleanses us from all sin. If we say we do not
bear the guilt of sin, we are deceiving ourselves and the truth is not in
us. But if we confess our sins, he is faithful and righteous, forgiving us
our sins and cleansing us from all unrighteousness. If we say we have
not sinned, we make him a liar and his word is not in us. (My little
children, I am writing these things to you so that you may not sin.) But if
anyone does sin, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the
righteous One, and he himself is the atoning sacrifice for our sins, and
not only for our sins but also for the whole world.

The Lords supper

For I received from the Lord what I also passed on to you, that the Lord Jesus
on the night in which he was betrayed took bread, and after he had given
thanks he broke it and said, “This is my body, which is for you.

That is why many of you are weak
and sick, and quite a few are dead. But if we examined ourselves, we would not
be judged. But when we are judged by the Lord, we are disciplined so that we
may not be condemned with the world.

holy day. You must look forward to the Sabbath and treat the LORD's holy day with
respect. You must treat it with respect by refraining from your normal activities, and
by refraining from your selfish pursuits and from making business deals. Then you
will find joy in your relationship to the LORD, and | will give you great prosperity, and
cause crops to grow on the land I gave to your ancestor Jacob.” Know for certain
that the LORD has spoken.
